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Trail Marker Seven :


Are you visiting the bird hide? If so, take the left hand path, crossing over the reen towards Trail Marker Eight.  If not, take the right hand turn (towards Trail Marker Nine).





Trail Marker Nine :


Across the reen, the willows have been pollarded (cut back 2m above the ground), in contrast to the willows behind which have been coppiced (cut back at ground level).  Willows are managed in this fashion to produce thin shoots for basket weaving, hurdles etc.,





Trail Marker Eight :


…SHHHHHH again!  Your silence and patience will be rewarded with views of wintering wildfowl such as Teal and Little Grebe.!  





Trail Marker Ten :


Grey herons and little egrets may be seen feeding on the fish in this reen, and the rare bittern skulking amongst the reeds.
