

What you need:

3 buckets on a piece of string, small beakers,  labels, universal indicator paper, colour chart.

What to do:

· Lower the bucket into the reen to collect your water sample and identify the location.

· Repeat this in two other locations on the Magor Marsh.

· Take the water samples back to the centre.

· Dip your labeled beaker into each reen dip in turn so that you can test the three areas.

· Place a small piece of universal indicator into the water sample and record the colour of the indicator paper. 

· To find the pH of the water, match the colour of the indicator paper to that of the colour chart and read off the pH.

· Enter the results in the table.
