
Teacher’s notes

· Show the children the map of the new M4 relief toll road.

· Can they recognise anything or anywhere?

· Can they find Newport, Magor, the M4 etc?

· Point out these places and roads, then focus on the relief road that has been proposed (blue dashed line) and point out its relation to Magor marsh.

· Explain that this road is very near to the marsh. How will/could it effect the marsh? Get them to justify their answers.

· Put children in groups of 4.  Give out the cards showing people for and against the marsh.  Can they put the cards in order according to their views on the motorway. (10 min activity)

· Have all the groups placed the cards in the same order? How do they differ? Stress there is no right or wrong answer.
