6. Trails

Although you are free to walk around the reserve, there are many trails that can also be used. 

The resource pack includes a sensory trail which encourages the children to smell, see, feel and listen to their surroundings. There is also a trail to help you and your class navigate your way around the different areas of the reserve such as the hide, log piles and the reen dipping platforms. 
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Key Questions:

What can you smell?

What can you hear?

What can you feel? 

What is the texture like?

What can you see?

Why does this plant grow here?

Why does this animal live here?

In what ways is this area of the reserve different from another?
