4. Trees
There are a variety of trees to explore at Magor Marsh. Children could look at and identify different tree types in their school environment prior to the visit, which can then be compared and contrasted with species found at the reserve.
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Key Questions:
What is the name of this tree?

What is its bark like?

What fruit does it have?

What shape are its leaves?
What may live in these trees?

Does this tree have flowers?

Is it deciduous or is it an evergreen?

Can you see any other type of plant on this tree? ( i.e. mistletoe, lichen)
