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Introduction
The farmland although intensively managed has a good network of hedges, lines of trees, walls, copses, small areas of woodland, an old quarry, three small ponds and a permanent small wooded stream. There are buffer strips of grassland along the edges of the rye-grass fields. A large manure heap at the edge of the property supports some ruderal plants whilst tracks and trampled bare areas support some ‘arable’ plants.
From August to mid October 2007 a survey was made of the plants on the farmland and in the woodland; 117 had been recorded by 20 October. Undoubtedly some spring-flowering plants remain to be found. Sporadic records have been collected of birds on the farm and these include occasional sightings of Hawfinch, as well as Bullfinch, Linnet and Yellowhammer. Skylarks have nested around the field edges. Dormice occur in the woodland and hedgerows as evidenced by a hazel nut found in September. Badgers use the area and a sett occurs in New Barn Wood as well as just east of the Barn Lane bridleway. Another small sett is in one hedgerow to the southeast.
Hedgerows, tree lines and walls
The hedges are for the most part well-established and quite thick.  They contain a diversity of trees and shrubs including Field Maple Acer campetre and Small-leaved Lime Tilia cordata. Spindle Euonymus europaeus occurs at the edge of the 25 acre field in a line of Small-leaved Limes, some of which are very old pollarded trees.
Woodland and copses
About 7 acres of woodland occur in six areas, the largest being New Barn Wood which is adjacent to Wye Valley woodlands. Two of the woods are fenced from livestock. These include New Barn Wood, a predominantly dry Silver Birch Betula pendula, Holly Ilex aquifolium and Rowan Sorbus aucuparia wood with occasional Wild Cherry Prunus avium, and a rectangular small wet Alder Alnus glutinosa wood along the spring-lines of a small stream. There is also a small area of fenced woodland around a shaded pond and another small pool in the southeast of the property and another fenced wooded area around the quarry. Two small copses are basically a few trees and shrubs associated with two piles of rocks. Along the eastern boundary there is a fenced area around a derelict building, now a heap of stones and one wall, where woodland has become established. This is by Barn Lane, a wooded bridleway that links Glyn Road and Lone Lane, emerging on Lone Lane just above Prisk Wood, a GWT reserve.
Woodland ground flora in the Glyn Farm woods includes Bluebell Scilla non-scripta, Dog’s Mercury Mercurialis perennis, Enchanter’s Nightshade Circaea lutetiana, Common Wood-violet Viola riviniana, Wood Melick Melia uniflora and along the eastern boundary many ferns. Opposite-leaved Golden Saxifrage Chrysosplenium oppositifolium is associated with the springs.
Fields
Whilst the fields are mainly monocultures of rye-grass and White Clover Trifolium repens, there are occasional Red Clover T. pratense and Common Cat’s-ear Hypochaeris radicata plants. Other species occur in the less managed fringes, including Musk Mallow Malva moschata, Red Campion Silene dioica, Yellow Archangel Lamiastrum galeobdolon and Figwort Scrophularia nodosa. On land immediately adjacent to some hedgerows there are clumps of Giant Bellflower Campanula latifolia. 
Ponds
A pond at a field boundary in an old quarry that holds water for some of the year supports aquatic plants such as Water-pepper Persicaria hydropiper and Branched Bur-reed Sparganium erectum. It is surrounded by rocks and a surviving Wych Elm Ulmus glabra and a Beech Fagus sylvatica tree grow by its edge. Two other seasonal ponds, one in the large wooded quarry and another in woodland in the extreme southeast, are heavily shaded.
